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Col.  Jack Oran Buel, PhD
Jack Buel was born in Columbus, Ohio in 1906 and there he received his formative education. He matriculated at the University of California at Berkeley where he graduated with a Bachelor of Arts degree in 1929. In 1935 he received his PhD.  From 1930-1931 he was a Teaching Fellow at UC Berkeley. He then began a career as a Technical Assistant in the Child Welfare Office in Berkeley which position he held from 1931 to 1937. Concurrently he was a Technical Assistant and Laboratory Assistant in the UC Department of Psychology.  In 1937 he accepted a professorship at Wesleyan University where his field was Experimental and Physiological Psychology.

January 4, 1943 he enlisted in the United States Army where he saw action in the European Theater. On January 4, 1945, two years to the day after entering the Service he was wounded in action in Belgium. He received the Purple Heart and four Battle Stars in addition to the Good Conduct Medal.

Following his military service he pursued a career in Aerospace Medicine and attained the rank of Colonel. At various times he was assigned to the U S Surgeon General on research projects and spent many years at Lackland and Randolph Air Force Bases and others in Executive, academic and experimental roles.

Colonel Buel and his wife, artist Nellie Buel, purchased their home located North of Grey Forest on the Scenic Loop in 1946. In retirement they removed to Boerne.  Col. Buel died in 1986. Mrs. Buel passed away in 2002. Their son still lives in the family home on Scenic Loop.
