Madla Ranch Campground

In 1929 E.N. Requa’s nearby Scenic Loop Playground was being promoted, drawing many San Antonio residents to the area.  Jesse Madla built a dam and cabin on the Chiminea Creek in 1924 and opened a campground to the public. In 1932 he married his wife, Aurora, and together they operated the campground until 1971. The campground was popular with families and Easter was an especially crowded time. Helotes grocers and other businesses benefitted from the picnickers and campers at Madla’s.
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
