Madla Ranch Complex
In the 1850’s Mathias Madla, his wife, Constantina (Kral), and their daughter, Anna, came from Prussia, now Poland aboard the Hamburg on 28 March 1855. They were the first Madlas to settle in this area. Constantina was pregnant with their second child, Frank E. Madla. They settled in the Helotes area in the 1860s-70s. Later Frank married Francisca Menchaca and acquired approximately 1,000 acres along the Chiminea Creek, later known as the Madla Ranch. He built a permanent home between the José Torres and Pedro Treviño Ranches. The home was completed in 1891 and the couple lived there with his parents.
