                                              Streetcar House in Grey Forest, Texas
Grey Forest is a unique community filled with interesting houses. From the original National Park style rock cottages to buildings incorporating train cars the neighborhood is filled with inventive and off-beat style. One of the most unusual houses incorporates a 1930’s San Antonio streetcar. Initially the car constituted the entire residence. Later owners turned it into a kitchen and dining area. The photographs below are the work of a more recent owner who treated the space very sympathetically  incorporating the car into a more expansive residence.
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In 1933 San Antonio was one of the first cities in America to discontinue streetcar service.

The streetcar company, whose contract was set to renew in 1940, offered to pay the City to end the contract. Badly in need of funds the City accepted their offer. The model streetcar seen above is likely the style found in the Streetcar House in Grey Forest.
